There is a lift bridge is located on the bicycle portion of the triathlon at the end of Ontario Street approximately 1 km from transition.  





The bridge, operated by Public Works Canada, allows large boats and sailcraft traveling on the Rideau Canal System between Kingston and Ottawa to enter the St. Lawrence River. 


  





In the event of marine traffic the bridge may go up.  Should this occur follow these instructions:











Race to the point at which volunteers are recording race numbers.  They will record the time at which you





Make sure the volunteer is able to see your bib number.





When the bridge goes back down, volunteers will record your start time.





The time stopped will be subtracted from your race time at the finish.
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
